Thesteelmaker's first-quarter profit 
Jjumped to 32,209 crore from 3867 
crore in the same quarter a year ago, 
according to the company’sexchange 
filings. A key reason for this was 
improvedsteel prices, primarily dueto 
the government’s 12% safeguard duty 
to protect the industry from cheap 
impons of the alloy from China. 

“Steel pricesrose during the uanex, 
whilesalesvolumes alsopi updue 
to the ramp-up of the nagar 
expansion project,” said Suman Kumar, 
analystat Dolat Capital. 

Theriseinsteel prices, however, isa 
temporary phenomenon and the man- 
agement believes the government 
needs to do more to ensure greater 
profitability for Indian steelmakers, he 
added. respectively.
